GENERAL INFORMATION
Power House tour: 
The Power House tour of Roe & Co Distillery where guests will 
enjoy a full immersive 45 minute tour including; 

- �Experience of working Distillery: Get the chance to observe  
the operational distillery, hear the hum of productivity and 
witness the copper pot stills and mash tun from an impressive 
elevated glass walkway. 

- �Sensorial tasting in Blending Room 106: Explore the unique 
process that makes Roe & Co a whiskey like no other in  
Room 106, named after the number of blends it took to  
perfect the Roe & Co liquid. 

- �Tutored cocktail & flavour workshop in Flavours Room:  
Take a deep dive into taste in the Flavour Room where guests  
will explore the five pillars of flavour; sweet, sour, bitter, salty  
and umami, and uncover their ideal taste profile when it  
comes to whiskey. 

- �Bespoke cocktail in Power House Bar: Finally, relax with  
one of Roe & Co’s signature serves in the showstopping 
Powerhouse Bar.

Language facilities and audio guide:

We’re easy to find and close to major Dublin landmarks. On foot:  
From Trinity College, walk along 
Dame Street towards Christ Church 
Cathedral. Pass the Cathedral (on 
your right) and continue on to 
Thomas Street. Af ter 500m, you’ll 
reach the Roe & Co Distillery on 
your right-hand side. 

By bus:  
Catch the 13, 40 or 123 bus from 
O’Connell Street or Dame Street 
(journey time: ten to 15 minutes). 
Disembark at the Thomas Street / 
Watling Street bus stop – the 
distillery is across the road.

By tram:  
The nearest Luas stop is James’s 
(Red Line).

Visitor parking: 
A limited number of disabled 
parking spaces are available at 
the distillery. Street parking is 
also available nearby.

Restaurants: 
A range of coffee shops and restaurants can be found within a 
few minutes’ walk of the distillery in the vibrant Dublin 8 district. 
A limited coffee of fer is available on site.

Shopping: 
We have a store where you can purchase whiskey, exclusive  
Roe & Co merchandise and everything you need to recreate  
your favourite cocktails at home.

Disability access: 
The Roe & Co Distillery experience is fully wheelchair  
accessible throughout. Please advise us at time of booking  
of any special requirements.
